Van Gogh bought the 21 volumes, which had remained unsold at a book auction in The Hague, for 21 guilders from the Jewish bookseller Blok, who had bought them up: see letter 304. By way of comparison, Van Gogh paid 3.10 guilders rent per week (letter 320); Theo sent 150 francs, which amounted to about 75 guilders, each month.
Van Gogh was partly induced to make this large purchase by Van Rappard’s acquisition of a batch of magazines dating from 1870 to 1876 (see letter 287).
